General Information/Expectations:

About Us: 
A faith-based competitive cheerleading program with the intention of helping athletes reach their goals. Rooted in Christian values, we strive to help the athletes grow on and off the mat by instilling values such as discipline, perseverance, and integrity. Our goal is to grow the athletes' passion for the sport while also preparing athletes to excel in local and national competitions. Here at Breakout, we intend to work with each athlete personally and are looking forward to watching them grow throughout the season. 
Mission Statement: 
Our mission is to develop athletes on and off the mat by fostering a culture of teamwork and discipline. Through dedication and hard work, we strive to build confident, resilient athletes while promoting values of integrity, perseverance, and faith. Grounded in Christian principles, we empower our athletes to grow in character and strength while developing their passion for the sport. 
Rooted in Christian Values:
Here at Breakout Cheer, we pride ourselves on growing athletes on and off the mat. As a program, we will do a short prayer at the end of all practices and before the athletes compete. Athletes can volunteer to lead the prayer but are not forced to participate. Throughout the season, we will implement different Christian values and principles into our program. Athletes have the option to participate in these activities but are not required to do so. 
Parent Expectations: 
· We are committed for the entire season from June 2025 to May 2026.
In the event circumstances would require us to withdraw from the program, we do not expect any refund of fees. We also understand that outstanding balances must be paid in full. 
· We understand that a credit card authorization form will be kept on file at the gym unless another payment method has been specified and agreed upon. 
· We understand that we must provide a copy of the athlete's birth certificate. 
· We understand that Breakout Cheer athletes will attend all competitions and will be responsible for supporting their team(s) until released by the coaches following awards.
· We agree to have our athletes arrive on time at all Breakout Cheer events and competitions.
· We understand that an athlete may lose their spot on the team if they have more than three unexcused absences from the Breakout Cheer sanctioned events/practices. 
· We understand that an athlete may not be allowed to compete if they miss practice for an unexcused absence one week before a competition and that competition fees will not be refunded.
· We understand that there isn’t a substitute for my child at any competition, and their absence could result in the entire team being forced to forfeit. 
· We understand that each family will solely be responsible for transportation and accommodations at events. We will do our best to provide you with information in a timely fashion; however, if a competition is canceled or rescheduled for any reason, Breakout Cheer will not be responsible for any travel reimbursements.
· We understand that it is ultimately the parent’s responsibility to financially support the activities that they choose to allow their athlete to participate in. Parents understand that it is their responsibility to follow through with the financial obligations associated with tuition and other fees. Should you fall behind or fail to make the necessary payments, your athlete's involvement in the program may be jeopardized or even terminated at the Owner's discretion without refunds or reimbursements. 
· We understand that negative comments about other athletes and parents will not be tolerated and could result in dismissal from the program.
· We understand that negative comments on any social media sites will not be tolerated and could cause dismissal from the program. 
· We understand that Breakout Cheer executes the right to dismiss my child or myself from practice due to inappropriate behavior.
· We will be outstanding role models and always facilitate good sportsmanship.
· We understand that breaching this contract on any terms can lead to the athlete's dismissal from the team or program. 
Athlete Expectations:
· I understand the commitment I'm making as an athlete to my coaches and fellow team members. 
· I will participate in the entire season from June 2025 to May 2026.
· I understand that all practices are mandatory. 
· I will be fully dedicated to my coaches/teammates and will always give 100%.
· I will promote good sportsmanship to fellow teammates and other competitors while at competitions.
· I understand that I represent my team, coaches, and the Breakout Cheer program at all sanctioned events and competitions. I will demonstrate appropriate behavior and mindfulness.
· I understand that I must attend ALL competitions, award ceremonies, and arrive on time!
· I understand I may not be allowed to compete if I miss practice for an unexcused absence one week before the competition. 
· I understand that if I am injured, I must attend practice and watch from the sidelines for any changes that may affect me. 
· I understand that if a doctor recommends that I refrain from practice due to illness or injury, I must bring a written note from the doctor. PLEASE NOTIFY YOUR COACHES IMMEDIATELY IF AN INJURY OCCURS. 
· I understand that if I am running late to practice, I must notify the gym and coaches. 
· I understand that if I am injured and unable to compete, we will hold a spot for you on your team. However, it may be a new position when you return. 
· I understand that negative conversations and comments to my fellow teammates, coaches, or other parents will not be tolerated, and I could be dismissed from the team or program.
· I understand that negative comments on any social media sites will not be tolerated and could cause dismissal from the team or program.
· I understand the importance of taking care of my body and always showing self-respect. I will not use alcohol, drugs, or tobacco and will eat properly to nourish my body. I will be dismissed from the team if caught drinking, using drugs, or using tobacco.
·  I will keep my cell phone turned off and leave it outside the practice gym during cheer practices. 
· I will not use profane language toward my coaches, teammates, or the Breakout Cheer staff. 
· I understand the importance of passing grades in school, and I am accountable for appropriate school expectations. 
· I understand that breaching this contract on any terms can lead to my dismissal from the team or program. 

Attendance Conduct: 
Competitive Cheerleading is a team sport. Attendance at practices is crucial to the success of the team. All practices are MANDATORY. We understand that emergencies occur, and at times, your athlete will have to miss practice, but competition eligibility will be determined on the athlete's ability to show up to practice weekly. All choreography dates are MANDATORY, as well as competitions and other sanctioned events from Breakout Cheer. We will be tracking attendance for each athlete. If an athlete has more than 3 unexcused absences throughout the season, it could lead to dismissal from the team. An unexcused absence during the week of the competition could lead to the athlete being unable to compete (the competition fee will not be refunded). Cheerleading is a team sport, and the removal of one athlete could cause the team to forfeit competitions. All athletes need to be mindful of the team and the importance of attendance. 
Excused absences include, but are not limited to:
• Death in the family
• School-related function that reflects a grade
• Contagious illness
Unexcused absences include, but are not limited to:
• Jobs
• Social events
• School projects, homework, tests
• Traffic or long distance


Tuition and Guidelines:
Tuition payments are due on the first of each month (except for June). If your preferred method of payment is a credit card, you will be required to have a credit card on file. The card will automatically be charged on the 1st of each month. If you choose to pay with a credit card, you must cover the processing fee as well (see financial breakdown documents for more information). You may also pay on Cash App, with a check or cash. If your account is continually past due, you will be required to have a card on file to ensure your tuition fees stay up to date. If you have not paid by the 9th of the month by 11:59 PM, a $10.00 late fee will be billed to your account. If your tuition is not paid by the end of the 2nd week of the month, your athlete will sit out of practice and competitions until tuition is paid. If you are dismissed or choose to leave the program for any reason, you will not be refunded. 
Competition fees are paid separately from tuition fees. They are to be paid with cash, check, or Cash App. These fees cover athlete entry fees and coach fees. All competition fees are NON-REFUNDABLE. All expenses will be spread over some time. Commitment is for a full 12 months. If you commit to becoming a member of the team, you are responsible for all costs and fees associated with having a spot on a team. If you quit or are released from the team, you will not be refunded for any part of the tuition. If you are not up to date on the payments, you will still be charged past-due monthly payments, competition fees, and any items already ordered for your athlete! 
All uniform pieces are required to be purchased unless noted or told otherwise by your coach. If you lose, rip, or stain a part of your uniform, let your coach know as soon as possible! You will be responsible for the cost of replacing that piece of your uniform! Competition make-up needs to be purchased separately by you. Coaches will let you know what needs to be purchased. No-show white socks also need to be purchased to wear for competitions. The uniform try-on will be during the summer. Uniforms will not be given out until all uniform fees are paid! 
Prorating due to severe injury or illness is up to the discretion of the owner and must be applied for in writing, accompanied by a doctor’s note. Prorating due to vacation or excessive absences is not permitted, with no exceptions.

Miscellaneous Information:

Volunteers:
It takes a whole tribe to help each season be successful. For each team, we will need a team parent(s) to help with certain operations. Having team parents is essential for creating a supportive and organized environment. Parents may be asked to share important dates, help organize team bonding events, stay with athletes at competitions, order “spirit” items for competitions, and create athlete sendoff gifts for the end of the season. We also ask that all parents take videos and photos of competitions. By taking on these responsibilities, team parents help alleviate the pressure on coaches and ensure that the athletes can focus on their training and performance.
Fundraisers:
We do understand this is a big financial commitment. We will provide fundraisers throughout the season to give you and your athlete opportunities to bring down the cost. To be clear, it will be up to your athlete's participation in the fundraiser to make the most of each. All the profit your athlete makes goes directly to you! You decide how you would like to use this money, whether it's on monthly tuition, competition fees, or travel expenses! This comes down to whether the athlete does these fundraisers. You will only get what you put into it! 
End Of Year Meeting:
At the end of the season, the coaching staff will sit down with you and your child to discuss some of the things that they could work on going into the next season. This meeting is supposed to be critical and an overall reflection of how your child did in the season, but more importantly, what they could improve on going forward. This meeting is completely optional, whether that means for your child, yourself, or both of you. Also, at the end of the meeting, we will ask you if there is anything the coaching staff or the program needs to improve on. We aren’t perfect and are always looking for ways to improve.
